class Precast Facility at Bald Hills. Now in full production, the facility has 
all concrete beds on site operational producing around 300m³ of 
concǊŜǘŜ ŜŀŎƘ ŘŀȅΦ hƴŜ ǉǳŀǊǘŜǊ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ {ǳǇŜǊ ¢Ωǎ ό¢-shaped beams) for 
the Airport Roundabout Upgrade (ARU) have been completed, and a 
further 436 box girders (box-shaped beams) weighing up to 52 tonnes 
are being produced for the ARU flyover bridge. The Precast Facility will 
manufacture ten different types of concrete products for Airport Link, 
Northern Busway and Airport Roundabout Upgrade, including bridge 
deck units, concrete panels for noise barriers, retaining walls and 
decorative features for the tunnel portals. 
 
In the Kedron precinct, construction of the Airport Link Operations 
Centre (ALOC) noise wall at the Stafford Road work site is expected to 
be complete within two months, with preparatory work including site 
clearing and installation of temporary fencing now underway. 
 
The realignment of Gympie Road is anticipated to be in place by mid 
October, allowing construction of the Northern Busway to commence in 
the Kedron north area from Leckie Road up to Sadlier Street. Traffic 
changes along Gympie Road and the local road and footpath network in 
Kedron will be in place until mid 2010.
